PARA J1-2 Chair Report
2010-2011 Season

PA Cup Series and State Team
Forty-eight female and eighty-two male athletes competed in the PA Cup this season.  PA Cup races were hosted by Seven Springs (2SL), Blue Mountain (1GS), Jack Frost (1SL) and Elk Mountain (1SL, 3GS).  The PA Cup #4 (GS) that was originally scheduled for Blue Mountain on February 5, was rescheduled for the PA Cup Finals at Elk Mountain on February 25 and 26.  

At the conclusion of the last PA Cup race at Elk Mountain on February 26, 2011, the PARA J1-2 State Team was named, the PA Cup Champions were crowned and the winner of the of the Frank Sheibley Memorial Award was announced.  The 2011 J1-2 State Team includes the top six ranked female and top eleven ranked male athletes based on final PA Cup results following the conclusion of PA Cup #8.

PARA women athletes achieved historic results at the Eastern USSA Finals.  PARA women took 1st Place both days, sweeping the podium in GS and taking three of the top five spots in SL.  In GS, Kylee Turko finished 1st, Molly Curran took 2nd and Heather Derr placed 3rd.  In SL, Heather Derr finished 1st, Kylee Turko finished 4th and Molly Curran finished 5th.  

All of our PARA athletes competed hard and acquitted themselves well.  Other top-30 finishes included a 17th place finish by Kailey Joyce and a 24th place finish by Kristen Hardy in GS, and a 15th place finish by Kailey Joyce and a 29th place finish by Kristen Hardy in SL.  
Eastern Junior Finals (FIS):  The next post-season event was the Eastern Junior Finals, an FIS event held at Whiteface, NY from March 9 through March 13.  The event included GS, SL, SG and SC races.  Thomas Steinbach attended this event, coached by Susan Steinbach.  The USSA penalty points were as follows:

Seventeen women and nineteen men attended, including two J3 athletes, with coaches Gus Picariello, Mark Symancek, Steve Antal, Tyler Picariello and Ryan Symancek.  This is a team racing event and PARA sent four teams: a PA women’s team; a PA men’s team, a VA/MD/DC women’s team and a VA/MD/DC men’s team.
Three PARA women recorded top-10 finishes in the SL.  Molly Broom finished 6th, Heather Derr finished 7th and Kylee Turko finished 8th.  Two PARA men recorded top-30 finishes: an 18th place finish by Chance Snyder and a 21st place finish by Mackenzie De Carle.  
FIS Racing
In addition to the post-season events, PARA has a small number of quotas available for J1-2 athletes at developmental FIS GS and SL races throughout the east.  These races present FIS points opportunities before and after the PA Cup season in PARA.  In 2010-2011, PARA skiers competed in FIS races at Attitash, NH; Sugarbush, VT; Stowe, VT; Stratton Mountain, VT and Mount Sunapee, NH.  PARA racers have an opportunity to establish or lower their FIS points profile as a result of competing at these races.  Coaches are encouraged to study the Eastern USSA Regional Calendar each fall and contact the J1-2 Chair if you believe there are opportunities for your J1-2 racers that are ready to take advantage of developmental FIS races.
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
